Volunteer and Bus Driver Certification

All RMSEL volunteers must go through a background
screening that includes fingerprint processing through the
CBIl and FBI. Fingerprinting only has to be done one time;
it does not have to be renewed annually. You may access
the Volunteer Packet at this link on our website. Bus
driver certification is required before volunteers may
drive RMSEL vehicles for trips. Information for getting bus
driver certification is included in the volunteer packet.
