Dusts furniture, equipment and other items in offices, classrooms and other work areas. 

 
Washes walls, woodwork and windows as necessary. 

 
Empties trash. 

 
Sets up rooms for meetings, classes, or special events. 

 
Performs campus security inspections and prepares required reports. 

 
Keeps campus/grounds free from debris. 

 
OTHER RESPONSIBILITIES (NONESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS): 

May be required to perform grounds maintenance, which may include but is not limited 
to, mowing, edging, weeding, and pruning.
