We ask all of our parents/guardians to register w/ Be A Mentor for level #1 -
general volunteer. This clearance will allow you to be on campus and/or in
the classroom with the children. All volunteers must be finger printed.
Here is the link to sign up. Be A Mentor Click on the New Volunteers Apply
Now on the bottom right side of the page.

Clarification regarding volunteer drivers. As of June 2025, all volunteers who wish to
drive on a field trip will need to complete the DMV report through their Be A Mentor
account. There is a $2.00 fee for this process. Be sure to upload your Driver’s License
information as well.

Interested in biology? Check out our Zoology Explorers class (Grades 1-3)
incorporating art, engineering, science and technology, students will bring the
study of animals to life in their own hands. Learn about our oceans and the
creatures that live there in our Intro to Marine Biology (Grades 3-5) and Marine
Bio - A Deeper Dive (Grades 6-8). These courses will spark curiosity and
excitement about science by incorporating hands-on labs, inquiry-based learning,
art, and engineering projects.

Interested in technology and computer science? Classes for grades 3-5

include Coding with Spheros robots, Stop Motion Animation, and Blast Off!
Rocketry. Grades 6-12 can learn Creative Coding with Python and release
their inner engineer with Robotics. Young makers (Grades 3-5) will experiment
with recycled materials to build art, inventions, games, and more in The Recycle
Lab.

Can my_child purchase a second meal?

Yes, but they need to have funds on their prepayment account, which can be done on the
Titan Family Portal. Cash will not be accepted in the breakfast or lunch line. Cash or checks
can be given to the Child Nutrition Manager outside of the breakfast or lunch meal service
time. A second breakfast is $4.00 and a second lunch is $5.75 at Elementary Schools and
$6.00 at Middle and High Schools. School staff can purchase a breakfast for $4.50 and lunch
for $6.00.
