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Every year, students in grades 3 through 8 par-
ticipate in the Smarter Balanced Summative
Assessments (SBAC). Students in grades 5 and
8 also take the California Science Test
(CAST). These assessments are part of Califor-
nia’s statewide testing system known as the Cal-
ifornia Assessment of Student Performance
and Progress (CAASPP). These computer-adaptive assessments
adjust to each student’s responses and provide important information
about how students are progressing academically. Schoolwide scores
and student participation rates directly impact our school’s perfor-
mance on the California Dashboard under the Academic Indicator.
This year, COA’s testing window will begin after Spring Break and
conclude in May. Because testing occurs over multiple days, regu-
lar attendance is critical to ensure students can complete all por-
tions of the assessment without disruption. We strongly encourage
families to:

»  Avoid scheduling vacations or travel during the testing window
»  Ensure students arrive on time and well-rested each testing day

»  Limit unnecessary absences during this period

When students miss school during testing, they not only miss valua-
ble instruction but may also miss their scheduled testing session,
which can affect both their individual results and the school’s partici-
pation rate. As the testing window approaches, we would like to
share four important tips for families to consider in the coming
months to help their child feel prepared and confident.

1. Be Prepared / Know what students will be assessed on:

READING

» Claim #1 — Reading “Students can read closely and analytically
to comprehend a range of increasingly complex literary and infor-
mational texts.”

» Claim #2 — Writing “Students can produce effective and well-
grounded writing for a range of purposes and audiences.”

» Claim #3 — Speaking and Listening “Students can employ ef-
fective speaking and listening skills for a range of purposes and
audiences.”

» Claim #4 — Research/Inquiry “Students can engage in research
and inquiry to investigate topics, and to analyze, integrate, and
present information.”
