When students are present,
they participate in our Capturing Kids Hearts (CKH)
morning routines, where they build relationships, prac-
tice social-emotional skills, and set a positive tone for
the day. Missing school means missing these important
experiences.

WHY ATTENDANCE MATTERS?

Missing just 2 days a month adds up to 18 days in
a school year - nearly an entire month of lost
learning. Students who attend regularly are more
likely to read on grade level, pass their classes,
and graduate. Consistent attendance builds posi-
tive routines, relationships, and responsibility that
last a lifetime.

ATTENDANCE POLICY & MONITORING

At COA, we are closely following our district’s
attendance policy. Attendance is monitored daily,
weekly, and monthly by our school team. If a stu-
dent’s attendance reaches a certain level of
absences, families may receive official notices in
the mail, including:

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Cyberbullying in Schools:
What Parents Need to Know

What is Cyberbullying?

Bullying that takes place over digital devices like cell phones, computers and tablets by one student
towards another student or school staff, that hurts, harms, humiliates or intimidates, and is sufficiently
severe, persistent or pervasive, that creates an intimidating, threatening or abusive educational
environment. It can happen on the school campus, on a school bus or a school event on or off
campus, and can use a non-DOE network, if the conduct impacts the educational environment.

What does cyberbullying look like?
Harmful messages and posts are done deliberately and repeatedly and can include:

Posting or sending messages that threaten or intimidate others.

Spreading hurtful rumors online.

Sharing someone's personal information without their permission.

Posting embarrassing or insulting photos of someone else without their permission.

What are the signs of cyberbullying?

Why Parents Matten st COA

When | first joined Community Outreach Academy in
2017, 1 didn’t know how deeply this place would come to
feel like home. What started as a job quickly grew into
something far greater—a calling, a family, and a com-
munity | am honored to serve every single day. Now, as
a parent myself with children attending COA, | see our
school through two sets of eyes. | see it as a liaison,
connecting families and school staff, building bridges,
and helping navigate challenges. But | also see it as a
mother—walking my own children to class, attending
performances, celebrating milestones, and watching
them thrive because of the love and support that sur-
rounds them here. Over the years, I've learned that the
heartbeat of a school is not just its teachers, administra-
tors, or staff—it’s the families. When parents get in-
volved, whether it’s volunteering in the classroom, at-
tending events, joining a committee, or simply talking
with teachers about their child’s progress, it makes a
difference. Not just for your own child, but for the entire
school community.
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Parent involvement doesn’t have to mean hours of vol-
unteering or having all the answers. It can be as simple
as reading with your child at home, showing up for a
performance, asking how their day went, or sending a
note of encouragement to a teacher. I've seen firsthand
how even the smallest gestures can leave a lasting im-
pact. One afternoon, | received a message through the
classroom communication app from my daughter’s
teacher that she had a rough day emotionally in school.
On our drive from school, | checked in with her, listened,
and offered a little extra grace that evening, helping her
process her feelings and feel extra loved and supported
at home. Having that connection and communication
with her teacher changed everything for her and us that
evening.

On another day | received news from my son’s teacher
that he was the only one in his class to score above a
certain level on a test. That evening, | shared the news
with my husband in front of our son, so he could hear
how proud we were. The way his face lit up is a memory
I'll never forget—he beamed from ear to ear, so proud of
himself for making us proud. We decided to go out for
ice cream to celebrate as a family, and to this day, my
children still bring up that evening. It wasn’t about the
test score as much as it was about what it communicat-
ed: you matter, your hard work matters, we see you, we
are proud of you. Every time we show up at school
events—award assemblies, promotion ceremonies, fam-
ily events—they light up, eager to introduce their friends
and share their world with us. These moments are never
about grand gestures or perfect solutions; they’re about
showing up, noticing, and letting our children know that
their experiences, achievements, and emotions matter—
and that we are with them every step of the way.

Every little action says to your child: “Your education
matters. You matter.” And when children know they are
supported both at home and at school, they flourish. |
know firsthand that life is busy. Many of us are balanc-
ing work, family, and countless responsibilities. But |
also know from personal experience during my own ele-
mentary school years and through what | am experienc-
ing with my own children that even the smallest contri-
butions of time and attention leave a lasting impact. The
more engaged parents are, the stronger our children
become, the stronger our families become, and the
strong our community becomes.

At COA, we’re not just educating students—we’re build-
ing a foundation for the future. And that foundation is
strongest when parents and school staff stand side by
side, united for the success of every child.
