Happy November! As a counselor, one of my fa-
vorite parts of the first few months of school is
watching the students relax and become more
confident as they settle into their daily routines. It's
also inspiring to see how many students have al-
ready begun practicing important skills like friend-
ship-building, problem-solving, and self-regulation.
It's been wonderful to see them all grow and be-
come their own unique individuals!

Last month we had our annual “When | Grow Up”
Competition! Throughout the week, our teachers
had discussions about college and career readi-
ness, and decorated their classroom doors with
their students’ Vision Boards for their futures. It
was really sweet to see our students admiring
each other’s projects and having conversations
about their future career goals! Take a moment
with your child to continue encouraging college
and career readiness by having discussions about
the importance of working hard in school, setting
goals, and what they want to be when they grow
up!

I’'ve also been visiting classrooms and giving a
‘Taking Care of Me’ presentation, which is all
about feelings, coping skills, and positive decision
making. Positive coping skills are things that your
child can do to help manage their big emotions
and stay calm when they’re dealing with sadness,
anger, and anxiety.

Please
encourage your child to practice their coping skills
and take a moment to ask them how they can
practice using their coping skills when they’re at
school.

As a Student Support
Advisor, [ have the privilege of walking alongside our
students, teachers, and families every day as we work
together to create a school environment where every
child is seen, valued, and supported.

A Path Shaped by People

My journey to this work was not a straight line. I earned
my Master’s Degree in Social Work with a concentra-
tion in Behavioral Health from California State Univer-
sity, Sacramento, in 2020. During that time, I worked in
a clinical setting providing therapy and case manage-
ment, helping clients navigate challenges and build
healthier, more stable lives.

Then the world changed. When the pandemic hit,
schools closed, and like many parents, I suddenly found
myself at home with three children — one in elementary
school, one in middle school, and one in high school —
all trying to learn virtually. My head was spinning, my
home felt far too small for all the activity happening
within it, and my respect for teachers and school staff
skyrocketed. I realized that educators weren’t just pro-
fessionals — they were everyday heroes.

In 2021, a position opened at Community Outreach
Academy Middle School. I applied, thinking I would
stay for a couple of years before returning to a more
clinically focused role. Little did I know that those
“couple of years” would change everything. The stu-
dents here quickly stole my heart, and today I cannot
imagine working anywhere else. My heart belongs to
this school — and to the incredible young people I get to
serve every day. Teenagers are a uniquely fun, challeng-
ing, and inspiring group to work with, and I consider it
an honor to be part of their journey.

Where Support and Growth Meet

Every student carries a story — their experiences,
strengths, and challenges — and our mission is to meet
them where they are and guide them toward their poten-
tial. That means looking beyond surface-level behavior
and addressing the root causes, teaching coping strate-
gies, and surrounding them with a strong support system
that includes teachers, families, and peers.

Structure and consistency are essential to this process.
Initiatives like tardy sweeps, Friday Study Hall, restora-
tive conversations, and behavior tracking are not just
procedures — they are opportunities to teach accounta-
bility, responsibility, and real-world skills that last a life-
time.

Just as important is creating a school culture where stu-
dents feel a deep sense of belonging and believe in their
ability to lead. Whether they’re mentoring a peer, step-
ping into a leadership role, or contributing to a class-
room project, these experiences build confidence, empa-
thy, and resilience. Together with our dedicated teachers,
we prioritize social-emotional learning and restorative
practices — because school is not just where knowledge
is shared; it’s where character is shaped. Collaboration is
the heart of our success. We know students thrive when
schools and families work together, and we deeply value
the community partnerships that enrich our programs
and expand opportunities for students to shine.

Looking Forward

As I reflect on my path — from social work to school-
based support, from therapy rooms to middle school
hallways — one truth stands out: every child deserves a
champion. At Community Outreach Academy Middle
School, we are building not just scholars, but leaders.
