Agenda Items & Discussion
1. Call to Order at 5:15 p.m.

2. Approval of Previous Minutes – November 4, 2025
Major motioned to approve the minutes from November 4, 2025 seconded by Parker.  Motion approved unanimously.
3. Treasurer’s Report
Parker reviewed the current balance of the accounts of the RCA.  She reported $20,665.89 in checking and $2,475.37 in savings. Parker also indicated that the pumpkin patch field trip has not yet been paid, and the invoice should be coming in the next month.  The donation for the classroom funds payment had not yet cleared as of the date of the report either, and expects to be reported in January.  
Major reported that Wal-Mart donated much of their leftover Halloween items, including lots of costumes for the 2026 carnival.   
4. Teacher Supply Requests
Mrs. Wattenberg submitted a request for Dry-Erase Board & Markers ($44.56).  Jabbs motioned to approve, Parker seconded.  Motion approved unanimously. 
5. By-Law Discussion
Jabbs reviewed the by-laws, and discussion regarding the changes was positive.  No further changes were requested, and the by-laws will be presented for adoption at next meeting.   
6. Energy Raffle 

Major discussed that Ed Staub and Plumas-Sierra had committed to donating to the raffle.  Requests to other organizations were still pending.   Major discussed the design & print of the tickets.  It would cost approximately $0.17 per ticket, and it would take about a week for the tickets to be printed.  Members discussed the timeline and prices of the event.  The anticipated date of the tickets out to students would be January 5, 2026, with them to be returned to RCA by January 30th.  Drawing would be held on February 3rd.  RCA would order 2,100 tickets to start the fundraiser.  Additional supplies necessary are envelopes and labels for distribution to the students.  Boyer motioned, and White seconded to approve $600 for the purchase of supplies in support of the energy raffle.  

7. Year-End BBQ

Major discussed the information received from Kona Ice regarding costs for the truck.  It would be $4/student to receive a snow cone.  Parker motioned, Lowe seconded to cover the cost of a snow cone for each student & staff at the BBQ (estimated at $892).

8. Future Events
White brought up considering to do a fundraising night at Panda Express and Ace Hardware.  This idea was well-received and members, and research was to be done regarding how to get on the calendar.
Major discussed that Teacher Appreciation Week is in May, and we need to consider ideas of ways to celebrate our teachers. 
Members also discussed the need to set larger goals for RCA in order to provide more purpose and direction for the fundraising efforts.  Boyer discussed a scoreboard, background curtains in the gym, and new flags as possibilities for these goals.  Members would further discuss this and bring ideas forward.
9. Future RCA Agenda Items
Boyer discussed the long-term needs of the school and the recently approved bond measure.  RCA support was critical in helping with the passage of the bond measure previously, and is asking for our support during the election season.
