During their presentation, both
students spoke enthusiastically about the activities they participated in and the
strategies they learned to strengthen their leadership abilities.

B. Bullying Prevention: School counselor Violeta Nuno gave a presentation on
bullying, covering the different types, how to recognize it, and how to report it.

Principal Schevenin explained that communication is primarily facilitated
through the ParentSquare platform and the Activity Journal (grades 4—6), which
students bring home daily. She will share this feedback with the faculty council to
determine an appropriate and consistent communication schedule. The group also
discussed offering a hybrid option for the parent workshop, allowing parents to
