HB18
On June 20, 2015, the Texas Education Agency enacted HB 18.  This legislation stipulates that each school district must provide instruction to students in grade seven or eight on preparing for high school, college, and a career.  The instruction must include information regarding the following:
· Creation of a High School Personal Graduation Plan
· Distinguished Level of Achievement
· Each Endorsement
· College Readiness Standards
· Potential career choices and the education needed to enter those careers
In NEISD, these six lessons are the start of what eighth grade students will be taught in their preparation for the next four years and their life beyond high school.  Campus counselors will be continuing this instruction with course selection in January and February.  Each campus must create an implementation plan to include:  a timeline of execution and which core course(s) the instruction will take place.  The recommended implementation window is December 1 and conclude by Spring Break.
The Power Point is a guide for you to follow and be able to provide the six lessons:
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This is all-important for our students to demonstrate why work is important.  It is difficult for persons of all ages to plan ahead, so we want to make them feel comfortable and easier for them to plan in small steps towards a long-term goal.

b. The student must complete:  Foundation High School Program requirements, 4 credits in math including Algebra II, 4 credits in science, at least 1 endorsement, accumulate 26 total credits.
4. Performance Acknowledgments that note outstanding performance
a. Including:  dual credit courses, bilingualism and biliteracy, PSAT, ACT’s Aspire, SAT or ACT, Advanced Placement (AP), earning a nationally or internationally recognized business or industry certification or license.
