Budget Overview 
 
The Governor’s revised 2026-27 budget proposal increases the statutory K-12 cost-of-living adjustment 
(COLA) from the originally proposed 2.87% to 4.31%, often referred to as a “super COLA.” This 
increase applies to the Local Control Funding Formula (LCFF) and provides additional funding support. 
The increased COLA also supports the Governor’s proposal to expand paid pregnancy disability leave 
benefits for school employees. The Governor’s proposal also includes increased funding for Special 
Education programs, which will provide additional resources to support these services. While this 
additional funding provides some fiscal relief, the District continues to face ongoing fiscal challenges and 
uncertainty related to Special Education costs, facilities funding, and other operating expenditures.  

Ongoing Fiscal Challenges 

Additional factors contributing to the District’s fiscal challenges include: 

● District enrollment is projected to decline slightly over the multiyear period, limiting the growth 
of ongoing revenue and reducing the District’s ability to generate additional ongoing revenue to 
offset rising operational costs.  

● Special Education and SELPA-related costs continue to create budget pressure due to the 
volatility and difficulty of projecting future service needs and costs. The repayment of the indirect 
cost error true-up is scheduled to conclude in 2028-29.  

● Learning Recovery Emergency Block Grant (restricted) funds will expire at the end of 2027-28, 
requiring existing positions currently supported by these one-time restricted funds to be 
transitioned to unrestricted dollars, or phased out. 

● The new annual cost for the COP is approximately $724,500. 

Cost Containment Efforts 

The administration continues to review services, operating costs, and materials expenditures in an effort 
to maintain fiscal stability while preserving essential programs and services. A review of the LCAP was 



conducted carefully to ensure expenditures remained aligned with District priorities while identifying 
opportunities for cost savings. As a result, some planned LCAP expenditures were reduced, adjusted, or 
deferred.  

Reserves and Fiscal Outlook 

The District is able to maintain positive certification for years 2026-2029. The District’s total available 
reserves are projected to be just over 10%, meeting the Board’s reserve requirement. Maintaining this 
level of reserves provides the District with a measure of fiscal stability and supports the ability to address 
unexpected costs and future budget uncertainties. However, reserves are projected to decline to 
approximately 8% in 2028-29, which is below the Board’s established reserve target. The decrease is 
primarily related to the reduction in Unrestricted Other State Revenues, which are projected to decrease 
significantly in 2028-29 due to the completion of anticipated state reimbursement payments for 
previously approved facilities projects as well as other ongoing fiscal pressures and planned expenditures 
reflected in the multi-year projection. The District will continue to monitor revenues, expenditures, and 
future funding opportunities to maintain long-term fiscal stability.  
 
Anticipated State Reimbursement Funding 

The District is anticipating funding from construction and modernization reimbursements expected in 
Spring 2028. The total anticipated reimbursement amount is $4,000,362 for the following two projects: 

● Willows Intermediate School Modernization ($2,345,432) 
● Murdock Elementary School New Portables ($1,654,930) 

The receipt of these funds has been incorporated into the multi-year projection and is an important 
component of maintaining fiscal stability. These funds are critical to maintain fiscal solvency thus would 
not be available to pay down the $10,000,000 COP as previously planned. 

Funding remains pending for two improvement projects. Upon approval of the District’s Five-Year 
Facilities Plan, the District will be eligible to apply for reimbursement funding through Proposition 2 for 
the following projects: 

● Willows High School Modernization – $1,458,000 
● Murdock Elementary School Kitchen Modernization – $1,756,000 

There is no projected funding date for these projects. These reimbursements could be used to pay down 
the COP once the 10% DEU requirement is met. 
 
Future Facilities Projects 
 
The District anticipates initiating additional facilities projects during the 2026-27 fiscal year, including 
the development of a softball field and an ELOP building, and intends to pursue applicable state 
reimbursement funding. While it is reasonable to expect reimbursement revenue associated with these 
future projects, no funding has been included in the current multi-year projection because project 
approval, completion timelines, and reimbursement schedules remain uncertain. Should these projects 



receive state funding, reimbursements would most likely be received beginning in 2029-30 and could 
provide additional fiscal stability to the District.  
  
Special Education Review 
 
District administration will also be reviewing the cost of taking back the Special Education program in an 
effort to contain, or perhaps reduce, the cost of Special Education services charged by Glenn COE.  
  
Future Budget Considerations 
 
The Board may also wish to consider additional lay-offs in an effort to reduce expenses in 2028-29.

Part IV - Carry-forward Adjustment

The carry-forward adjustment is an after-the-fact adjustment for the difference between indirect costs recoverable using the indirect

cost rate approved for use in a given year, and the actual indirect costs incurred in that year. The carry-forward adjustment eliminates
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the need for LEAs to file amended federal reports when their actual indirect costs vary from the estimated indirect costs on which the

approved rate was based.
