Summer Learning Applications
We are excited to invite you to participate in the James McKee Elementary ExL Summer

Learning Program. The ExL Summer Learning Program will be offered from 8:00 am
until 5:30 pm daily. Summer Learning will be offered for two sessions this year. The
first session, open to all students, will be Summer Camp hosted by our community
partner ExL. The second session, open to all students, will be hosted by teachers in the
morning and supported by our community partner ExL in the afternoon. The
teacher-led opportunity will be optional and will include Attendance Recovery (AR). The
purpose of AR is to provide additional instructional opportunities for students who may
have missed instruction during the regular school day or school year. Instructional
opportunities will be provided by school site teachers and will include topics such as
Science Technology Engineering Arts & Mathematics (STEAM), English Language Arts,
Visual and Performing Arts (VAPA), and Physical Education. All instruction will be
aligned to grade level standards. Students may participate in either or both sessions.

All students interested in enrolling in any ExL Summer Learning Program offering must
complete an interest form. This program will provide a safe and active place for
students. Summer learning programming is designed for students to receive an
engaging enrichment program and nutritious meals. Currently, the program is open to
all students who will be in TK-6th grade in the 2026-27 school year.

We are excited to offer this Summer Learning Program at no cost to our families.
Summer learning programming will open each day at 8:00 AM and ask that students
arrive promptly at 8:00 to participate in the opening activities. Students participating
in summer programming may also stay for the full summer ExL program which closes
at 5:30 PM, however students are not required to stay until the end. Sites will offer pick
up windows during activity transitions to create optimal times for students to be picked
up while causing minimal disruption to the fun activities the site has planned. Please
utilize the summer application to express an interest in the programming that best fits
the needs of your family. Please complete the application for every student in your
family who is interested in attending the summer programs. ExL Summer Learning
Programs may have a limited number of spots available, and a priority registration
system based on specific criteria outlined by the State of California, will be used to
place interested students. The summer application will be accepting responses until
May 8, 2026, at 5:00 PM.
